Geometric figures

- triangle, square, parallelogram, trapezoid, circle,  etc.

- cone, cube, pyramid, sphere, etc.

1. The class are introduced to the figures/shapes:

a. The teacher shows the class a lot of geometric figures made of plastic and gives them formulas. Then they have a talk about e.g.

· size of each one

· shapes

· is this one bigger than that one

· etc.

b. They watch a PowerPoint Presentation - photos from e.g. a trip to Paris this summer. They have a talk about the various/different figures in the city e.g.

· windows, lamps, traffic signs, bird’s houses, garden fences, spiders’ nets, oil drums, wall, roof, vases, etc., etc.,

2. Now the students are ready to leave the classroom – in pairs/groups. They are told to find figures/shapes in the surroundings. Their job is to:

· describe where they have seen it

· draw it

· take the necessary numbers to be able to make calculations when they return. Most often they must do it by eye. 

· work out suitable calculations using the mathematics formula

3. In the end each group is to present its work for the rest of the class.
